Twenty-One
Days of Prayer



Hebrews 11:1 – Now faith is confidence 
in what we hope for and assurance about 

what we do not see.

Pray for a deeper faith that believes 
God for the impossible and trusts Him 

fully for what’s ahead.

DAY 1 - FAITH

Proverbs 29:18 – Where there is no 
vision, the people perish.

Pray that God would give clear vision 
for the future of Rivers Crossing and 

fresh vision in your own life.

DAY 2 - VISION

Matthew 6:33 – But seek first his kingdom 
and his righteousness, and all these things 

will be given to you as well.

Ask God to shape your thoughts, desires, and 
actions to reflect the mindset of Christ so that 

Jesus’s worldview becomes your own.

DAY 3 - KINGDOM MINDSET

Romans 12:1 – Therefore, I urge you, brothers 
and sisters, in view of God’s mercy, to offer your 
bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to 

God—this is your true and proper worship.

Pray for willing hearts to put God first, 
no matter the cost.

DAY 6 - SACRIFICE

Psalm 78:4 – We will not hide them from their 
children; we will tell the next generation the 

praiseworthy deeds of the Lord, his power, and 
the wonders he has done.

Pray that all our kids, students, and young 
adults will passionately follow Jesus and 
make a lasting impact for the Kingdom. 

DAY 4 - NEXT GEN

1 Thessalonians 5:18 – Give thanks in 
all circumstances; for this is God’s will 

for you in Christ Jesus.

Pray with thanksgiving for what God 
has already done in your life and in the 

life of our church.

DAY 7 - GRATITUDE

1 Peter 4:10 – Each of you should use whatever 
gift you have received to serve others, as faithful 

stewards of God’s grace in its various forms.

Pray for faithfulness in using your time, 
talents, and treasures for God’s glory.

DAY 5 - STEWARDSHIP

Philippians 4:19 – And my God will meet 
all your needs according to the riches of 

his glory in Christ Jesus.

Pray for God’s provision over families, our 
ministries, and The Greater Things Project. 
Pray for supernatural provision as Rivers 
Crossing expands to fulfill our mission.

DAY 8 - PROVISION



Matthew 28:19 –20 – Therefore go and make 
disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the 

name of the Father and of the Son and of 
the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey 

everything I have commanded you.

DAY 9 - JOURNEY

Joshua 1:9 – Have I not commanded you? Be 
strong and courageous. Do not be afraid; do not 

be discouraged, for the Lord your God will be 
with you wherever you go.

Pray for courage and endurance as we 
step into all that God has for us, both 

personally and as a church.

Pray that each person in our church 
would discover and live out their 

God-given purpose. Ask God to reveal 
to you what your purpose is.

DAY 10 - EVANGELISM

Ephesians 2:10 – For we are God’s handiwork, 
created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which 

God prepared in advance for us to do.

Pray for opportunities to share the Gospel 
with your 8 to 15. Pray that we adopt a spirit 

of evangelism and the overwhelming desire to 
share the hope of Jesus with others.

DAY 11 - PURPOSE

Mark 16:15 – “And then he told them, 
‘Go into all the world and preach the 

Good News to everyone.’

Pray for future church plants, leaders, and 
communities we haven’t met yet. Pray for The 

Extraordinary Church Collective and our mission 
to start new churches all over the world.

DAY 14 - CHURCH PLANTING

Acts 1:8 – But you will receive power when the 
Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my 
witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and 

Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.

Pray for a fresh outpouring of the Spirit’s 
power in your life and in our church.

DAY 12 - INCREASE OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

John 17:23 – I in them and you in me—so that 
they may be brought to complete unity.

Pray for unity in our church family as 
we pursue God’s vision together.

DAY 15 - UNITY

Luke 19:10 – For the Son of Man 
came to seek and to save the lost.

Pray for the hearts of those who don’t yet 
know Jesus—that they would be drawn to 

Him, accept Him as their Savior, and choose 
to follow Him for the rest of their lives. 

DAY 13 - THE LOST

Romans 12:2 – Do not conform to the 
pattern of this world, but be transformed 

by the renewing of your mind.

Pray for transformed lives, marriages, 
and families through the power of Jesus. 
Pray that we continue to become more 

like Jesus ourselves.

DAY 16 - TRANSFORMATION 



2 Corinthians 9:7 – God loves a cheerful giver.
Pray for a spirit of generosity that fuels Kingdom 

impact both locally and globally.

DAY 17 - GENEROSITY

Hebrews 12:1 – Let us run with perseverance 
the race marked out for us.

Pray for the endurance to stay faithful 
on your journey with Jesus, throwing off 

distractions and sin, and running your race 
with perseverance until the finish.

DAY 18- ENDURANCE

Matthew 5:14 – You are the light of the world. 
A town built on a hill cannot be hidden.

Pray that our church would shine as 
a light in Cincinnati and beyond.

DAY 19 - IMPACT

Habakkuk 3:2 – Lord, I have heard 
of your fame; I stand in awe of your 

deeds… repeat them in our day.

Pray for revival in our city, our 
nation, and our world.

DAY 20 - REVIVAL

John 14:12 – Truly I tell you, whoever believes in 
me will do the works I have been doing, and they 
will do even greater things than these, because I 

am going to the Father.

Pray with expectation for the greater 
things God is preparing to do!
